GENERAL ELECTIVES VARIES

Grove City College requires all B.S. graduates in the Calderwood and Winklevoss schools and all
B.A. graduates in any school to demonstrate proficiency in a world language. We believe that this
requirement helps to promote a high level of cultural literacy and communication skills that are
necessary in order for students to serve and lead in a global context.

Note for all students: Students should fill out the Freshman/Transfer Language survey on the Modern Languages
Department website to determine eligibility to take a placement assessment in any languages previously studied;
some students may qualify to enter a level beyond 101 (or, more infrequently, a student may fully qualify to test out
of the sequence). Note that Latin is rarely offered at GCC; however, a Latin proficiency assessment is available.
Assessments are also available in other languages not offered at GCC; note that these may be at the expense of the
student. For students in degrees with a language requirement, placement assessment is required within the first year
of matriculation so that students can plan their degree path appropriately. You are encouraged to start language
coursework in your first year.

World languages offered at Grove City College include French, Spanish, Greek, and Hebrew.
